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Corporate Profile

Atlantic Navigation Holdings (Singapore) Limited (the “Company” and together with its
subsidiaries, the “Group”) is listed on Catalist board of the Singapore Exchange Securities
Trading Limited.

The Group’s business activities started in 1997 when Atlantic Maritime Services LLC was
incorporated in Dubai, United Arab Emirates (‘UAE”), to provide ship repair, fabrication
and other marine services to ship owners in the UAE region. It has since evolved from
a ship repair, fabrication and other marine services provider to a ship owner and
integrated offshore service provider.

As an integrated offshore service provider, we operate out of the UAE, serving primarily
customers in the Middle East, India and Africa. We operate through our subsidiaries,
namely Atlantic Maritime Group FZE (based in Hamriyah Free Zone, Sharjah) and
Atlantic Ship Management LLC (based in Abu Dhabi, UAE).

We have two operating divisions, vertically integrated to provide a one-stop solution to
our customers:-

MARINE LOGISTICS SERVICES (“MLS”)

Our MLS division provides ship chartering and technical management, principally for
the offshore oil and gas as well as marine construction industries in the Middle East,
India and Africa. Our marine logistics services are supported by our owned fleet of 16
vessels, which comprise a variety of AHT, AHTS, jack-up accommodation barges, barges,
tugs vessels and supply vessels, in addition to the vessels from our exclusively managed
fleet. We also cross-charter vessels from third parties to serve the specific needs of our
customers.

In relation to the oil and gas industry, we provide services supporting different phases
of the exploration, construction and development, production and post-production of
offshore oil and gas.

SHIP REPAIR, FABRICATION AND OTHER MARINE SERVICES (“SRM”)

Our SRM division provides afloatand drydock repairand maintenance services (supported
by the workshop facilities at our premises at Hamriyah Free Zone) to customers in the
shipping industry and for vessels utilised in our marine logistics services. Our SRM
division also provides steel fabrication works for the ship repairs industry including
mobile drilling rigs.

OUR CUSTOMERS

Over the years, our dedicated services has enabled us to establish strong and stable
relationships with various leading oil companies, contractors, survey companies, ship
owners, ship yards and charterers in the region. We support and provide services to
national oil and gas companies, oil majors and other clients in the offshore oil and gas
sectors such as Abu Dhabi Marine Operating Company (ADMA-OPCO), Saudi Aramco,
Qatar Gas, Qatar Petroleum, Bunduqg Oil Company, Zakum Development Company

Chairman’s Statement

Dear Valued Shareholders

The drastic decline in crude oil price from a high of over US$110 per
barrel in mid 2014 to its current level has introduced a high degree

of uncertainty to all sectors of the oil and gas industry, not least the
marine logistics services sector in which we operate. Notwithstanding
this backdrop, | am pleased to report that our Group has finished the
year on a positive note with higher revenue and profit as compared to
the financial year ended 31 December (“FY”) 2013.

FINANCIAL PERFORMANCE

Group revenue for FY2014 increased by 5.7% to US$49.7 million,
gross profit was higher by 4.5% to US$20.5 million as compared
to FY2013, with gross profit margin being maintained at 41.3%
in FY2014 as compared to 41.8% in FY2013.

Revenue from our MLS division was US$46.8 million or 5.0%
higher as compared to FY2013. The revenue growth was
substantially due to the deployment of a new vessel at the
beginning of the year, delivery of a new vessel in July 2014
and an increase in the number of cross-charters undertaken
by the division in FY2014. Overall fleet utilisation rate was
91.5% in FY2014 as compared to 91.1% in FY2013. Revenue
from our SRM division increased from US$2.4 million in
FY2013 to US$2.9 million in FY2014 due to higher level of
business activities in FY2014.

Our Group achieved a net profit of US$13.4 million in
FY2014, as compared to US$13.0 million in FY2013. This
was a result of higher gross profit and other income, which
had been partially offset by higher expenses. Other income
increased by US$0.5 million in FY2014, arising mainly from
gain on disposal of a vessel held for sale and write back of
allowance for doubtful debts. Our Group incurred higher
expenses, including an increase in administrative expenses
of US$0.7 million due mainly to the grant of equity-settled
share options to employees, loss on disposal of an old vessel
as well as the write-off of prepaid drydocking and marine
insurance expenses relating to the vessel.

Our Group’s operation continued to generate a strong positive
operating cash flow before changes in working capital of
US$20.3 million in FY2014. Our Group ended FY2014 with a

strong cash position of US$6.0 million, and our net gearing
ratio remained low at 27.7% as compared to 23.1% in FY2013.

OUTLOOK AND STRATEGY

In spite of oil price declining by around 50% from its high
of over US$110 per barrel, the level of offshore production
activities in the Middle East (which is our primary market)
has not dropped significantly although exploration and
certain new field development programs have been put on
hold. The current production level, which remained relatively
stable, is expected to provide a continuing healthy demand
base for our business.

In November 2013, we embarked on a fleet expansion and
upgrade program with the signing of building contracts

for two new vessels, the first of which was delivered in July 2014 and the
other is expected to be delivered in September 2015. We also acquired an
additional vessel in January 2014 to fulfill a long term charter contract
which was awarded to us through a tender. In April 2014, we signed a ship
building contract for one unit of self-propelled self-elevating liftboat which
is expected to be delivered in March 2016. Furthermore, in October 2014
and December 2014, we invested 15% and 51% of the equity interests in two
joint operations. These two joint operations had acquired a new vessel each,
with the first having arrived in December 2014 and the second in January
2015. Both vessels are being managed and operated by our Group under ship
management agreements. Our Group has secured charters contracts for all
the new vessels delivered and, barring any unforeseen circumstances, we
expect these new additions to our fleet to contribute positively to our FY2015
performance.

Other than fleet expansion, we have continued to develop strategic
opportunities and alliances in current and new markets in FY2014. Our new
venture in Ghana is fully established as we have achieved pre-qualified status
with the local oil companies and we are beginning to participate in their
formal tenders. In March 2015, we signed an agreement to acquire a 40%
equity stake in Astra Offshore Sdn. Bhd., a PETRONAS-licensed supplier of
offshore products and services in Malaysia. We are looking to these ventures
to facilitate our entries into the African and South East Asian region.

While the decline in oil prices has obviously resulted in a huge shake-up of
the oil and gas sector, our core market in the Middle East remains relatively
stable with production levels being maintained. However, downward pressure
on charter rates is expected, largely due to cost cutting measures imposed by
oil companies and the influx of excess tonnages from other more adversely
affected regions. We have responded by implementing internal austerity
measures to enhance our operational efficiency and competitiveness in order
to maintain a high fleet utilisation rate. In addition, we have heightened
our risk management processes to meet the challenges of prevailing market
forces and more demanding terms of our clients.

DIVIDENDS AND PAYOUT

FINANCIAL PERFORMANCE

The Group’s revenue of US$49.7 million in FY2014 was 5.7% higher than
FY2013, contributed largely by an increase in revenue of US$2.2 million
from our MLS division. This higher revenue arose from the deployment
of two new vessels in FY2014, coupled with an increase in our cross-
chartering business as compared to FY2013. In FY2014, revenue from
our SRM division increased by US$0.5 million or 18.8% compared to
FY2013, mainly due to higher level of business in this segment.

Gross profit increased by 4.5% to US$20.5 million in FY2014, mainly due to
increase in revenue contribution from both our MLS and SRM divisions.

Overall gross profit margin (‘GPM”) was marginally lower at 41.3%
in FY2014 as compared to 41.8% in FY2013, with our MLS division
posting a GPM of 41.7% and our SRM division posting a GPM of 35.1%
in FY2014, versus 42.1% and 36.3% respectively in FY2013.

Other income in FY2014 increased by US$0.5 million as compared to
FY2013, contributed largely by gain on disposal of a vessel held for
sale and write back of allowance for doubtful debts.

Marketing and distribution expenses increased by US$0.1 million
in FY2014, mainly due to the higher level of business development
activities undertaken in the year.

Administrative expenses increased by US$0.7 million or 12.3% in
FY2014 as compared to FY2013. The increase was mainly due to a
US$0.2 million charge relating to the grant of equity-settled share
options to employees, loss on disposal of one of the Group’s old
vessels of US$0.3 million and the write-off of US$0.1 million of
prepaid drydocking and marine insurance expenses relating to the
vessel.

Finance costs in FY2014 increased by US$0.2 million or 14.4% as
compared to FY2013, due to cost incurred for the early settlement of
an existing term loan and higher level of borrowings.

In view of the above, the Group recorded a profit before tax of US$13.4
million in FY2014, representing an increase of US$0.4 million or 3.2%
as compared to FY2013.

FINANCIAL POSITION

Non-current assets increased by US$24.5 million, from US$75.6
million asat 31 December 2013 to US$100.1 million as at 31 December
2014. The increase was mainly due to additions of two vessels to the
Group’s owned fleet and two vessels under joint operations as well
as an advance payment for a new vessel under construction for an
aggregate amount of US$30.7 million, partially offset by depreciation
charges of US$4.8 million for the year.

Current assets decreased by US$3.0 million, from US$24.7 million as
at 31 December 2013 to US$21.7 million as at 31 December 2014. The
decrease was mainly due to a decrease in trade and other receivables,
cash and cash equivalents and bank deposits pledged. Bank deposits
pledged had decreased by US$0.9 million due to the early repayment
of a term loan in FY2014. The decrease in trade and other receivables
of US$0.7 million, from US$14.0 million as at 31 December 2013 to
US$13.3 million as at 31 December 2014 was due to more timely
collection of trade receivables.

Non-current liabilities increased by US$0.8 million, from US$13.7
million as at 31 December 2013 to US$14.5 million as at 31 December
2014. This was mainly due to new bank borrowings of US$23.0 million
obtained during the year, of which US$9.1 million is non-current,
partially offset by the early settlement of a term loan balance amount of
US$9.8 million, of which US$4.9 million is non-current and repayment
of other loans and borrowings during the year amounted to US$3.4
million.

Current liabilities increased by US$8.5 million, from US$15.4 million as
at 31 December 2013 to US$23.9 million as at 31 December 2014. This
was mainly due new bank borrowings obtained during the year, of which
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US$13.9 million is current and an increase in trade and other payables.
The increase in trade and other payables of US$1.7 million was due to
the higher level of purchases of materials and services in FY2014. The
increases were partially offset by a decrease in other liabilities of US$0.3
million, mainly due to lower accrual for administrative expenses and
finance costs, early settlement of a term loan balance of which US$4.9
million is current and repayment of other loans and borrowings during
the year amounted to US$1.8 million.

The Group is in a net current liability position as at 31 December
2014, largely due to new bank borrowings of US$23.0 million secured
in FY2014. Notwithstanding the above, the Group has sufficient stand-
by credit facilities to meet its working capital requirements.

LIQUIDITY AND CAPITAL RESOURCES

Net cash flows from operating activities amounted to US$21.1 million
in FY2014. This was mainly attributable to operating cash flows before
changes in working capital of US$20.3 million, a decrease in trade
and other receivables of US$0.7 million, an increase in trade and
other payables of US$1.7 million, partially offset by a decrease in
other liabilities of US$0.3 million during the year.

Net cash flows used in investing activities amounted to US$29.8
million in FY2014. This was mainly due to additions of a multipurpose
utility vessel and a multipurpose offshore support vessel to the
fleet, milestone payment for new vessels under construction and
investment in two vessels under joint operations amounting to an
aggregate of US$30.8 million, partially offset by proceeds of US$1.0
million received from the disposal of an old supply-support vessel
and a motor vehicle.

Net cash flows from financing activities amounted to US$7.4 million in
FY2014. This was a result of new bank borrowings of US$23.0 million
as well as a decrease in bank deposits pledged of US$0.9 million,
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partially offset by repayment of loans and borrowings of US$15.0
million and payment of dividend of US$1.5 million in the year.

OUTLOOK

The Group is cautious with its fleet upgrade and expansion program
going forward, given the disruptions and uncertainties in the oil and
gas sector caused by the oil price slide. The Group will continue to
review specific opportunities within its core market in the Middle East
where offshore energy and production levels are being maintained,
as well as within the Group’s targeted new markets.

As part of the fleet upgrading and expansion program, the Group
has existing contracts with shipbuilders for the construction of two
new vessels. The Group had acquired an additional offshore supply
vessel in January 2014 to fulfill a long term charter contract which
was awarded to us through a tender. In April 2014, we signed a ship
building contract for one unit of self-propelled self-elevating liftboat.
The Group had also taken delivery of a new vessel in July 2014 and
had invested in two separate joint operations, namely Atlantic Venture
Inc as a 51% shareholder and Bravo Shipping and Trading Co. Ltd as a
15% shareholder. Each of these entities had acquired a new dynamic
positioning vessel in fourth quarter of FY2014 and charters had been
secured for the new vessels.

With the existing uncertainties in the oil and gas sector triggered by the
slide in oil price, the Group’s business risk management processes will
be heightened to focus on maintenance of its high vessels utilisation
rates, guarding against material deterioration of charter fees for its
vessels while ensuring that fees remain aligned to market price level,
and cost control.

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Corporate Governance Report

The board of directors (the “Board” or the “Directors”) of Atlantic Navigation Holdings (Singapore) Limited (“Atlantic” or the “Company”)
is committed to maintaining a high standard of corporate governance within the Company and its subsidiaries (collectively, the “Group”)
to safeguard the interests of shareholders and to enhance corporate value and accountability. The Board confirms that, for the financial
year ended 31 December 2014 (“FY2014”), the Company has generally adhered to the principles and guidelines set out in the Singapore
Code of Corporate Governance 2012 (the “Code”). Where there are deviations from the Code, appropriate explanations are provided.
The Company will continue to enhance its corporate governance practices appropriate to the conduct and growth of its business and to
review such practices from time to time to ensure compliance with the Listing Manual Section B: Rules of Catalist (the “Catalist Rules”)
of the Singapore Exchange Securities Trading Limited (the “SGX-ST”).

A. BOARD MATTERS
The Board’s Conduct of its Affairs
Principle 1: Every company should be headed by an effective Board to lead and control the company. The Board is
collectively responsible for the long-term success of the company. The Board works with Management to achieve this
objective and Management remains accountable to the Board.
The primary role of the Board is to lead and control the Company’s operations and affairs and to protect and enhance long-term
shareholders’ value. The Board establishes the corporate strategic objectives of the Group and oversees the performance of the
management of the Group (the “Management”). The Board also ensures that the necessary financial and human resources are in
place for the Company to meet its objectives.

The principal functions of the Board are:-

° reviewing the financial results of the Group, evaluating the adequacy and integrity of the Group’s internal controls and
external audit;

° reviewing the performance of the Management and the remuneration packages for the Board and key management
personnel;
° identifying principal risks of the Group’s business, ensuring that such risks are assessed and managed, including

safeguarding of shareholders’ interests and the Company’s assets;

° monitoring major investments, divestments, acquisition and disposal of assets;

° determining the Group’s values and standards including ethical standards;

° considering sustainability issues including environmental and social factors in the formulation of Group’s strategies; and
° assuming responsibility for corporate governance.

The Group has adopted internal guidelines for the Management, setting forth matters that require the Board’s approval. Matters
which are reserved for the Board’s decision are:-

° approving the remuneration packages for the Board and key management personnel;
° approving corporate strategies;

° approving major funding proposal; and

° approving major investment, divestments, acquisition and disposal of assets.

All Directors exercise due diligence and independent judgment, and are obliged to act in good faith and consider at all times
the interests of the Company. To assist in the efficient and effective discharge of its duties and responsibilities, the Board has
established the board committees, namely, Audit Committee (“AC”), Remuneration Committee (“RC”) and Nominating Committee
(“NC”) (collectively, the “Board Committees”). The Board Committees operate within clearly defined terms of reference and
operating procedures, which are reviewed on a regular basis. The Board acknowledges that while the Board Committees have
the authority to examine particular issues and report back to the Board with their decisions and recommendations, the ultimate
responsibility on all matters lies with the Board.
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The Board conducts regular scheduled meetings at least four (4) times a year to review, inter alia, the strategic policies of
the Group, significant business transactions, performance of the business and approve the release of the quarterly and year-
end financial results. As and when required, ad-hoc Board meetings are also held to address significant transactions or issues
that may arise. The Company’s Articles of Association allow a Board meeting to be conducted by way of teleconference and
videoconference.

# By invitation
No new Directors had been appointed in FY2014.

Directors are kept informed on the relevant new laws, regulations, code of corporate governance, financial reporting standards
and changing commercial risks, from time to time. The Company has and will continue to organise orientation programmes
for current and new Directors (if and when required or when appointed) to familiarise them with the Group’s operations and
business issues as well as the relevant regulations and governance requirements. The Company will also fund the Directors’
attendance at any training programme. Newly appointed Directors will be provided with background information on the Group’s
history, business operations and policies. Upon appointment of each Director, the Company will provide a formal letter to the
Director, setting out the Director’s duties and obligations.

Board Composition and Guidance
Principle 2: There should be a strong and independent element on the Board, which is able to exercise objective judgment
on corporate affairs independently, in particular, from Management and 10% shareholders. No individual or small group

of individuals should be allowed to dominate the Board’s decision making.

As at the date of this report, the Board consists of five (5) Directors, three (3) of whom are independent:

Mr Wong Siew Cheong Executive Chairman and CEO
Mr Tong Choo Cherng Executive Director (Finance)
Mr Lee Kah Hoo Lead Independent Director
Mr Eu Lee Koon Independent Director

Mr Goh Boon Chye Independent Director

The NC reviews the independence of Directors on an annual basis. In its deliberation as to the independence of a Director, the
NC took into account examples of relationships as set out in the Code, considered whether a Director had business relationships
with the Group, its related corporations, its 10% shareholders or its officers, and if so, whether such relationships could interfere,
or be reasonably perceived to interfere, with the exercise of the Director’s independent judgment with a view to the best interests
of the Group. The Board is of the view that there is a good balance between the executive and non-executive Directors and a
strong and independent element on the Board.

Mr Wong Siew Cheong is the Executive Chairman and CEO of the Company. In view of the fact that the Chairman and the CEO is
the same person, with the Board comprising five (5) Directors, three (3) of whom are independent, the composition of the Board
complies with the recommendation under the Code that independent Directors make up at least half of the Board.
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There was no Director who has served on the Board beyond nine (9) years from the date of his first appointment.

The composition of the Board and its Board Committees are reviewed on an annual basis by the NC to ensure that the Board
has the appropriate mix of expertise and experience to enable the Management to benefit from a diverse perspective of issues
that are brought before the Board, and collectively possesses the necessary core competence in business, investment, audit,
accounting and tax matters for informed decision-making and effective functioning.

The Board, taking into account the scope and nature of the operations of the Group, the requirements of the business and the
need to avoid undue disruptions from changes to the composition of the Board and its Board Committees, is of the view that
its current size of five (5) Directors and the composition of the Board and its Board Committees are appropriate to meet the
Company’s objectives.

Chairman and Chief Executive Officer

Principle 3: There should be a clear division of responsibilities between the leadership of the Board and the executives
responsible for managing the company’s business. No one individual should represent a considerable concentration of
power.

Mr Wong Siew Cheong is the Group’s Executive Chairman and CEO who is responsible for providing guidance on the corporate and
business direction of the Group, scheduling and chairing of Board meetings, setting the agenda for Board meetings and ensuring
sufficient allocation of time for thorough discussion of each agenda item (in particular strategic issues), promoting a culture of
openness and debate at the Board, monitoring the complete, adequate and timely information flow between the Board and the
Management, as well as managing the day-to-day operations of the Group with the help of senior Management. Mr Wong is the
founder of the Group and has played a key role in developing the Group’s business. Through the Group’s successful development
in these few years, Mr Wong has demonstrated his vision, strong leadership and enthusiasm in the Group’s business.

The Board is of the view that there are sufficient safeguards and checks to ensure that the process of decision-making by the
Board is independent and based on collective decisions without any individual exercising any considerable concentration of
power or influence. Three (3) out of five (5) of the Board members are independent Directors and all the Board Committees
are chaired by the independent Directors. In addition, in view that the Executive Chairman is not an independent Director, the
Company has appointed Mr Lee Kah Hoo as the Lead Independent Director and he is available to shareholders where they have
concerns and for which contact through the normal channels of the Chairman and CEO has failed to resolve or is inappropriate.
As such, the Board believes that there is a good balance of power and authority within the Board and no individual or small
group can dominate the Board’s decision-making process. In view of the strong element of independence of the Board, it is not
pertinent to separate the functions of the Executive Chairman and CEO.

The independent Directors led by the Lead Independent Director, discuss/meet amongst themselves without the presence of the
Executive Directors where necessary. The Lead Independent Director will also provide feedback to the Executive Chairman after
such discussions/meetings.

Board Membership

Principle 4: There should be a formal and transparent process for the appointment and re-appointment of Directors to the
Board.

The NC comprises three (3) members, all of whom, including the Chairman, are independent Directors. The members of the NC
are:

Mr Lee Kah Hoo (Lead Independent Director) Chairman
Mr Eu Lee Koon (Independent Director) Member
Mr Goh Boon Chye (Independent Director) Member

The NC is governed by its written terms of reference. The principal functions of the NC are:

(a) to make recommendations to the Board on the appointment of new key executive and non-executive Directors, including
making recommendations on the composition of the Board generally and the balance between executive and non-
executive Directors appointed to the Board,;

(b) to make recommendations on the re-appointment to the Board for the continuation in services of any Director who has
reached the age of 70 years;
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(@] to review, assess and recommend nominee(s) or candidate(s) for appointment or election to the Board, having regard to
his/her qualifications, competency, other principle commitments and whether or not he/she is independent and in the
case of a re-nomination, his/her contribution and performance;

(d) to review Board succession plans for Directors, in particular for the Executive Chairman and CEO and the progressive
renewal of the Board;

(e) to assess the effectiveness of the Board as a whole, its Board Committees and the contribution of each individual Director
to the effectiveness of the Board,;

(f) to determine, on an annual basis, if a Director is independent. If the NC determines that a Director, who has one or more
of the relationships mentioned under the Code is in fact independent, the Company should disclose in full, the nature
of the Director’s relationship and bear responsibility for explaining why he should be considered independent. The NC
may at its discretion determine a Director as non-independent even if he has no business or, other relationships with the
Company, its related corporation, its 10% shareholders or its officers and provide its views to the Board for the Board’s
consideration;

() to review training and professional development programmes for the Board; and

(h) to establish and review the criteria on the determination of the maximum number of directorships of listed companies
any Director may hold, and to decide whether or not a Director is able to and has been adequately carrying out his/her
duties as a Director of the Company, particularly when he/she has multiple board representations and other principal
commitments.

The NC is of the view that the Directors’ contributions at meetings at the Board and Board Committees, and their time
commitment to the affairs of the Company, are adequate and it is not necessary at this stage to put a maximum limit on the
number of listed company board representations and other principal commitments of each Director. The NC will continue
to review from time to time the board representations and other principal commitments of each Director to ensure that the
Directors continue to meet the demands of the Group and are able to discharge their duties adequately.

There is no alternate Director on the Board. In selecting potential new Directors, the NC will seek to identify the competencies
required to enable the Board to fulfill its responsibilities. The NC will evaluate the suitability of the nominee(s) or candidate(s)
based on his/her qualifications, experience, commitment and ability to contribute to the Board process and such qualities and
attributes that may be required by the Board.

Pursuant to Article 89 of the Company’s Articles of Association, at least one-third of the Directors are to retire by rotation at every
annual general meeting of the Company (“AGM”) and a retiring Director is eligible for re-election by the shareholders of the
Company at the AGM. In addition, Article 88 of the Company’s Articles of Association provides that a newly appointed Director
can only hold office until the next AGM and then be eligible for re-election. In reviewing the nomination of the retiring Directors,
the NC considered the performance and contribution of each of the retiring Directors, having regard not only to their attendance
and participation at Board and Board Committee meetings but also their time and efforts devoted to the Group’s business and
affairs, especially the operational and technical contributions.

The NC has recommended to the Board that Mr Goh Boon Chye and Mr Lee Kah Hoo be nominated for re-election at the
Company’s forthcoming AGM. In making the recommendation, the NC has considered each of the said Director’s overall
contributions and performances. Each member of the NC shall abstain from voting on any resolutions and making any
recommendations and/or participating in any deliberations of the NC in respect of the assessment of his performance or re-
nomination as Director.

Mr Goh Boon Chye will, upon re-election as a Director, remain as the Chairman of the AC and a member of the NC and RC. Mr
Lee Kah Hoo will, upon re-election as a Director, remain as the Chairman of the NC and a member of the AC and RC.

Key information regarding the Directors is provided on pages 6 and 7 of the Annual Report.
Board Performance

Principle 5: There should be a formal annual assessment of the effectiveness of the Board as a whole and its Board
Committees and the contribution by each Director to the effectiveness of the Board.

The NC examines its size to satisfy that it is appropriate for effective decision making, taking into account the nature and scope
of the Company’s operations.
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The NC is of the view that it is more appropriate and effective to assess the performance of the Board as a whole, bearing in
mind that each member of the Board contributes in different ways to the success of the Company and Board decisions are made
collectively. This Board performance evaluation, led by the NC, is conducted by means of a confidential questionnaire designed
to assess the state of affairs of corporate governance matters in the Company, including the performance of each individual
Board Committee. The assessment is separately completed by each Director to elicit his individual input, collated, analysed
and discussed with the NC and the Board with comparatives from the previous year. Recommendations to further enhance the
effectiveness of the Board and the various Committees are implemented, as appropriate. The NC had conducted a performance
evaluation of the Board and the Board Committees for FY2014 and determined that all Directors and Board Committees had
contributed effectively in their roles. Areas highlighted by the Directors in the evaluation were further deliberated on to improve
corporate governance in the Group. No external facilitator had been engaged by the Board for this purpose.

Access to Information

Principle 6: In order to fulfil their responsibilities, Directors should be provided with complete, adequate and timely
information prior to Board meetings and on an on-going basis so as to enable them to make informed decisions to
discharge their duties and responsibilities.

The Board has independent and separate access to the Management at all times in carrying out its duties. The Management
provides the Board with adequate and timely information including Board papers and related materials, and updates on
initiatives and developments for the Group’s business whenever possible.

For subjects that require the Board’s decision, relevant members of the Management are invited to brief the Directors at the
Board and Board Committee meetings. Periodic financial reports, budgets, forecasts, material variance reports and disclosure
documents are provided to the Board, where appropriate, prior to the Board meeting.

At least one of the Company Secretaries or their representatives attends all Board meetings and Board Committee meetings to
ensure that Board procedures are followed and that applicable rules and regulations, and all governance matters are complied
with. The appointment and removal of the Company Secretary is a matter for the Board. The Board may, either individually or as
a group, seek independent professional advice in furtherance of their duties, if necessary, at the Company’s expense.

REMUNERATION MATTERS

Procedures for Developing Remuneration Policies

Principle 7: There should be a formal and transparent procedure for developing a policy on executive remuneration
and for fixing the remuneration packages of individual Directors. No Director should be involved in deciding his own

remuneration.

As at the date of this report, the RC comprises four (4) members, with a majority of whom, including the Chairman, are
independent Directors:

Mr Eu Lee Koon (Independent Director) Chairman

Mr Lee Kah Hoo (Lead Independent Director) Member

Mr Goh Boon Chye (Independent Director) Member
(

Mr Wong Siew Cheong Executive Chairman and CEO) Member

Currently, Mr Wong Siew Cheong, the Executive Chairman and CEO, is a member of the RC. Mr Wong is the founder of the Group
and has resided and worked in the UAE, where the Group’s operations and staff are based, for 30 years. The Board is of the view
that Mr Wong’s extensive experience and knowledge of the industry and its players, human resource practices and regulatory
environment, in particular in the UAE, and also the Group’s Management provide invaluable contributions to the RC in the
conduct of its affairs.

The RC is governed by its written terms of reference, which sets out its responsibilities:

(a) to review and submit its recommendations for endorsement by the entire Board, a general framework of remuneration
for the Board and key management personnel and the specific remuneration packages and terms of employment for
each Director and key management personnel including but not limited to senior executives reporting directly to the CEO
or employees related to the Executive Directors and controlling shareholders of the Group;
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(b) to review and submit its recommendations for endorsement by the entire Board, share option schemes, share award
plans or any long term incentive schemes which may be set up from time to time, in particular to review whether
Directors and key management personnel should be eligible for such schemes and also to evaluate the costs and benefits
of such schemes and to do all acts necessary in connection therewith; and

(© as part of its review, the RC shall ensure that:

i all aspects of remuneration including but not limited to Directors’ fees, salaries, allowances, bonuses, options,
share based incentives and awards, and benefits-in-kind are covered;

ii. the remuneration packages should be comparable within the industry and in comparable companies and
shall include a performance-related element coupled with appropriate and meaningful measures of assessing
individual Directors’ and key management personnel’s performance;

iii. the remuneration package of employees related to Executive Directors and controlling shareholders of the Group
are in line with the Group’s staff remuneration guidelines and commensurate with their respective job scopes and
levels of responsibility; and

iv. the Company’s obligations arising in the event of termination of the Executive Directors and key management
personnel’s contracts of service, to ensure that such contracts of service contain fair and reasonable termination
clauses which are not overly generous.

Each member of the RC shall abstain from voting on any resolutions and making recommendations and/or participating in any
deliberations of the RC in respect of his remuneration package. The RC benchmark the remuneration of all Directors against peer
companies in the sector. When necessary, the RC would seek independent professional advice on remuneration matters at the
expense of the Company.

Level and Mix of Remuneration

Principle 8: The level and structure of remuneration should be aligned with the long-term interest and risk policies of
the Company, and should be appropriate to attract, retain and motivate (a) the Directors to provide good stewardship of
the Company, and (b) key management personnel to successfully manage the Company. However, companies should avoid
paying more than is necessary for this purpose.

In setting remuneration packages, the RC considers the pay and employment conditions within the same industry and in
comparable companies, as well as the Group’s relative performance and the performance of each individual Director.

The Executive Directors do not receive Directors’ fees. The remuneration for the Executive Directors and the key management
personnel comprise a basic salary component and a variable component, an annual bonus, based on the performance of the
Group as well as their individual performance.

Annual reviews of the remuneration of the CEO and key management personnel are carried out by the RC to ensure that their
remuneration is commensurate with their performance, giving due regard to the financial and commercial health and business
needs of the Group.

The independent Directors receive Directors’ fees in accordance with their representation and contributions on the Board
and various Board Committees, taking into account factors such as effort and time spent, as well as the general corporate
responsibilities, risks and obligations of the Directors. The Company recognises the need to pay competitive fees to attract,
motivate and retain Directors without being excessive to the extent that their independence might be compromised. Directors’
fees are recommended by the Board for approval at the Company’s AGM.

The Directors and key management personnel had participated in the existing Atlantic Employee Share Option Scheme adopted
on 18 November 2008 (the “Atlantic 2008 ESOS”) and share options were granted on 30 January 2014. The Atlantic 2008 ESOS is
a share option incentive plan which serves to reward and motivate Directors and key management personnel to strive for higher
performance for the Company’s growth and success. The share options granted under the Atlantic 2008 ESOS have a validity
period of five (5) years from the date of grant, which will expire on 29 January 2019.

The RC had performed a review of the Atlantic 2008 ESOS and is of the view that it is both timely and desirable for more
comprehensive share-based schemes which cater to its objectives of motivating and incentivising the Group’s employees.
Accordingly, upon the recommendation of the RC, the Board is proposing to adopt a new Atlantic Employee Share Option Scheme
in 2015 (the “Atlantic 2015 ESOS”), Atlantic Performance Share Plan (the “Atlantic 2015 PSP”) and Atlantic Restricted Share Plan
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(the “Atlantic 2015 RSP”) (collectively, the “Schemes”) in substitution of the Atlantic 2008 ESOS, the existing Atlantic Performance
Share Plan (the “Atlantic 2008 PSP”) and the existing Atlantic Restricted Share Plan (the “Atlantic 2008 RSP”), respectively
(collectively, the “2008 Schemes”). The 2008 Schemes will be terminated by the Committee upon passing of the resolution for the
proposed Schemes at an extraordinary general meeting of the Company to be held on 29 April 2015, after the conclusion of the
2015 Annual General Meeting. The details of the new Schemes are set out in the circular to shareholders of the Company dated
14 April 2015 in relation to the proposed adoption of the Schemes.

The Company does not use contractual provisions to allow the Company to reclaim incentive components of remuneration
from Executive Directors and key management personnel in exceptional circumstances of misstatement of financial results,
or misconduct resulting in financial loss to the Company. The Executive Directors owe a fiduciary duty to the Company. The
Company should be able to avail itself of remedies against the Executive Directors in the event of such breach of fiduciary duties.

Disclosure on Remuneration

Principle 9: Every company should provide clear disclosure of its remuneration policies, level and mix of remuneration,
and the procedure for setting remuneration in the Company’s Annual Report. It should provide disclosure in relation to
its remuneration policies to enable investors to understand the link between remuneration paid to Directors and key

management personnel, and performance.

# Fair value of grant of equity-settled share options

Mr Wong Sek Pun is the nephew of Mr Wong Siew Cheong, the Company’s Executive Chairman and CEO. There are no other
employees of the Group who is an immediate family member of any Director or the CEO, and whose remuneration exceeded
$$50,000 during FY2014.

In developing long-term incentive schemes, the Company’s main objectives are to provide its employees an opportunity to
participate in the equity of the Company and to enhance its competitive edge in attracting, recruiting and retaining talented
key management personnel and employees. In line with these objectives, it is proposing to adopt the Atlantic 2015 ESOS, the
Atlantic 2015 PSP and the Atlantic 2015 RSP in substitution of the Atlantic 2008 ESOS, the Atlantic 2008 PSP and the Atlantic 2008
RSP, respectively. The 2008 Schemes will be terminated by the Committee upon passing of the resolution for the proposed new
Schemes at the coming extraordinary general meeting of the Company to be held on 29 April 2015.

The Company believes that these long-term incentive schemes will align the interests of its employees with those of its
shareholders.
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On 30 January 2014, the Company granted 4,050,000 share options under the Atlantic 2008 ESOS. 2,025,000 share options are
exercisable between 30 January 2015 and 29 January 2019, and the remaining 2,025,000 share options are exercisable between
30 January 2016 and 29 January 2019, at the exercise price of $$0.34 if the vesting conditions are met. Further information on
the Atlantic 2008 ESOS, Atlantic 2008 PSP and Atlantic 2008 RSP are set out in the Directors’ Report on pages 26 to 27 of this
Annual Report.

C. ACCOUNTABILITY AND AUDIT
Accountability

Principle 10: The Board should present a balanced and understandable assessment of the Company’s performance,
position and prospects.

The Company provides information pertaining to the operations, performance and financial position of the Group to all
shareholders through SGXNET and the Company’s Annual Report. The Board reviews and approves the results as well as any
announcements before its release.

The Management provides the Board with a continual flow of relevant information on a timely basis in order that for the
Board to effectively discharge its duties. The Management also highlights key business indicators and major issues that are
relevant to the Group’s performance from time to time in order for the Board to make a balanced and informed assessment
of the Company’s performance, position and prospects. In presenting the annual financial statements and quarterly results to
shareholders, the Board ensures that there are detailed analyses, explanations and assessments made on the Group’s financial
performance, position and prospects.

The Board reviews reports from the Management to ensure compliance with all the Group’s policies, operational practices and
procedures and relevant legislative and regulatory requirements. The Directors may seek independent professional advice and
receive relevant training whenever applicable so as to maintain continuing standards and vigilance.

Risk Management and Internal Controls

Principle 11: The Board is responsible for the governance of risk. The Board should ensure that Management maintains a
sound system of risk management and internal controls to safeguard shareholders’ interests and the Company’s assets, and
should determine the nature and extent of the significant risks which the Board is willing to take in achieving its strategic
objectives.

The Board acknowledges that risk is inherent in business and there are commercial risks to be taken in the course of generating
a return on business activities. The Board’s policy is that risks should be managed within the Group’s overall risk tolerance.

The Management, headed by the CEO, regularly reviews the Group’s business and operational activities to identify areas of
business risks as well as implement appropriate measures to control and mitigate these risks. All significant matters will be
reported to the AC and the Board for further discussion. The AC and the Board also work with the external auditors on their
recommendations and institutes and executes relevant controls with a view to managing business risks.

The Group’s financial risk management is discussed under Note 27 to the Financial Statements on pages 69 to 72 of the Annual
Report.

The Board acknowledges that it is responsible for the governance of risks and the overall internal control framework, but it
notes that all internal control systems contain inherent limitations and no system of internal controls or risk management could
provide absolute assurance against the occurrence of material errors, poor judgment in decision-making, human error losses,
fraud or other irregularities.

The effectiveness of these controls is subject to review by the internal auditors and is monitored by the AC. In addition, the
external auditors also review the effectiveness of the Group’s key internal controls as part of their audit for the year with respect
to financial reporting. Significant non-compliance in internal controls, together with recommendations for improvement, is
reported to the AC. Copies of these reports are also issued to the relevant department for follow-up action. The AC reviewed
the adequacy of the Group’s key internal controls that address the Group’s financial, operational, compliance and information
technology controls, and risk management systems, with the assistance of the internal and external auditors and the
Management, who provide regular reports during the year to the AC in addition to briefings and updates at the AC meetings.
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The Board had received written confirmations from the CEO and the Executive Director (Finance), that (a) the financial records of
the Group have been properly maintained and the financial statements give a true and fair view of the Group’s operations and
finances; and (b) the Group’s risk management and internal control systems are effective.

Based on the internal controls established and maintained by the Group, work performed by the internal and external auditors
and reviews performed by the Management, the various Board Committees and the Board, the Board, with the concurrence of
the AC, is of the opinion that there are adequate controls in place within the Group addressing financial, operational, compliance
and information technology controls, and risk management policies and systems to meet the needs of the Group in its current
business environment.

The Board will, on a continuing basis, endeavour to further enhance and improve the Company’s system of internal controls and
risk management policies.

Audit Committee

Principle 12: The Board should establish an AC with written terms of reference which clearly set out its authority and
duties.

The AC performs its functions in accordance with Section 201B(5) of the Companies Act, Cap. 50 and the requirements of the
Catalist Rules.

The AC comprises three (3) members, all of whom, including the Chairman, are independent. The members are:

Mr Goh Boon Chye (Independent Director) Chairman
Mr Lee Kah Hoo (Lead Independent Director) Member
Mr Eu Lee Koon (Independent Director) Member

The AC members have numerous years of experience in senior management positions and have sufficient financial management
expertise to discharge their responsibilities.

The AC meets at least four (4) times a year and as and when deemed appropriate to carry out its functions.

The AC assists the Board in discharging their responsibility to safeguard the Group’s assets, maintain adequate accounting records,
and in developing and maintaining effective systems of risk management and internal control.

The AC is governed by its written terms of reference. The principal functions of the AC are as follows:

(a) to review and monitor significant financial reporting issues and judgment to ensure the integrity of the financial
information provided by the Company, in particular by reviewing the relevance and consistency of the accounting
standards used by the Company and the Group;

(b) to review, at the end of the audit cycle, the audit representation letters and the contents of the external auditors’
management letter, and meet with the internal auditors and external auditors without the presence of the Management;

(0) to review any formal announcements relating to the Group’s financial performance;

(d) to review and report to the Board at least annually on the adequacy and effectiveness of the Company’s internal financial
controls, operational, compliance and information technology controls, and risk management policies and systems;

(e) to review, monitor, assess and evaluate the role and effectiveness of the internal audit function in the overall context of
the Company’s risk management system;

(f) to review and discuss with the external auditors, any suspected fraud or irregularity, or suspected infringement of any
law, rules or regulations, which has or is likely to have a material impact on the Group’s operating results or financial
position, and the Management’s response;

(g) to review arrangements by which staff of the Company may, in confidence, raise concerns about possible improprieties
in matters of financial reporting or other matters and ensure that arrangements are in place for the independent
investigations of such matters and for appropriate follow up actions;
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(h) in connection with the terms of engagement to the external auditors, to make recommendations to the Board on the
selection, appointment, re-appointment, and resignation of the external auditors based upon a thorough assessment of
the external auditors’ functioning, and approve the remuneration and terms of engagement of the external auditors. This
proposal should be submitted to the general meeting of shareholders for approval when there is a change of external
auditors, and review the external audit fees and recommend it for approval by the Board;

(i) monitor and assess the external auditors’ independence and keep the nature and extent of non-audit services provided
by the external auditors under review to ensure the external auditors’ independence or objectivity is not impaired;

(J) to review interested person transactions falling within the scope of the Catalist Rules;
(k) to undertake such other reviews and projects as may be requested by the Board; and
() to undertake such other functions and duties as may be required by statute or the Catalist Rules, and by such

amendments made thereto from time to time.

The AC has put in place a whistle-blowing policy whereby employees may, in confidence, report possible improprieties which may
cause financial or non-financial loss of the Company. Whistle blowers could call and/or email to the Whistle Blowing Committee
directly and in confidence, and his/her identity is protected from reprisals within the limit of the law.

The AC has full access to and co-operation from the Management and full discretion to invite any Director or executive officer to
attend its meetings, and has been given resources to enable the AC to discharge its functions properly. The internal and external
auditors have direct and unrestricted access to the Chairman of the AC and the Chairman of the Board.

The AC meets with the external auditors and the internal auditors separately, at least once a year, without the presence of the
Management to review any matter that might be raised.

The aggregate audit fees paid and payable to the external auditors, Ernst & Young LLP, for FY2014 amounted to US$107,000. Non-
audit services provided by the Company’s external auditors for the period under review are US$2,000. The AC is satisfied with the
independence and objectivity of the external auditors.

The Company has complied with Rules 712 and 715 of the Catalist Rules in relation to the appointments of its external auditors.
Having satisfied as to the foregoing and that Rule 712 of the Catalist Rules has been complied with, the AC has recommended the
re-appointment of Ernst & Young LLP as external auditors at the forthcoming AGM.

In addition to the activities undertaken to fulfill its responsibilities, the AC is kept abreast by the Management, external and
internal auditors on changes to accounting standards, stock exchange rules and other codes and regulations which could have an
impact on the Group’s business and financial statements.

Internal Audit

Principle 13: The Company should establish an effective internal audit function that is adequately resourced and
independent of the activities it audits.

The Company’s internal audit function is outsourced to Horwath MAK, a member firm of Crowe Horwath International. Horwath
MAK reports directly to the Chairman of the AC. The main objective of the internal audit function is to assist the Group in
evaluating and testing the effectiveness of internal controls and to reduce the risk that the Group might not achieve its business
objectives. The AC approves the hiring, removal, evaluation and compensation of the internal auditor. The internal auditor has
unfettered access to all the Company’s documents, records, properties and personnel, including access to the AC.

Horwath MAK is staffed with professionals with relevant qualifications and experience. The audit work carried out is guided by
the International Standards for the Professional Practice of Internal Auditing laid down in the International Professional Practices
Framework issued by the Institute of Internal Auditors.

The internal auditor plans its internal audit schedules in consultation with, but independent of, the Management. The internal
audit plan is submitted to the AC at the beginning of the financial year for approval prior to the commencement of the internal
audit work. In addition, the internal auditor may be involved in ad-hoc projects initiated by the Management which require the
assurance of the internal auditor in specific areas of concern.
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SHAREHOLDERS RIGHTS AND RESPONSIBILITIES
Shareholder Rights

Principle 14: Companies should treat all shareholders fairly and equitably, and should recognise, protect and facilitate the
exercise of shareholders’ rights, and continually review and update such governance arrangements.

The Company treats all shareholders fairly and equitably, and recognises, protects and facilitates the exercise of shareholders’
rights. Furthermore, the Company continually reviews and updates such governance arrangement.

Shareholders are informed of changes in the Company’s businesses that are likely to materially affect the value of the Company’s
shares.

At general meetings of the Company, shareholders are given the opportunity to participate effectively in and vote at general
meetings. Shareholders are informed of the rules, including voting procedures, that govern general meetings. In accordance with
the Articles of Association of the Company, shareholders may appoint not more than two (2) proxies to attend and vote at the
general meetings in their absence. All shareholders are allowed to vote in person or by proxy. Central Depository investors of
the Company’s securities may attend shareholders’ meetings as observers provided they have submitted to do so with the agent
banks within the specified time frame.

Communication with Shareholders

Principle 15: Companies should actively engage their shareholders and put in place an investor relations policy to promote
regular, effective and fair communication with shareholders.

The Company is committed to regular and proactive communication with its shareholders. It is the Board’s policy that the
shareholders be informed of the major developments that impact the Group. The Board embraces openness and transparency in

the conduct of the Company’s affairs, whilst safeguarding its commercial interests.

Information is communicated to shareholders on a timely basis through:

(a) SGXNET releases and press releases;

(b) annual reports that are prepared and issued to all shareholders; and

() quarterly and annual financial statements containing a summary of the financial information and affairs of the Group for
the period.

To further enhance its communication with investors, the Company’s websites http://www.atlanticnavigation.com or http://www.
atlanticmaritimegroup.com allows the public to access information on the Group directly. In addition, the Company also has an
investor relations email addresses (ir@amguae.net and corp@amguae.net) available on the Company’s website to attend to the
emails and requests from the public.

General meetings have been and are still the principal forum for dialogue with shareholders. At these meetings, shareholders
are able to engage the Board and the Management on the Group’s business activities, financial performance and other business-
related matters. The Company could also gather views or inputs and address shareholders’ concerns at general meetings.

The Company currently does not have a fixed dividend policy. The form, frequency and amount of dividends declared each year
will take into consideration the Group’s profit growth, cash position, positive cash flows generated from operations, projected
capital requirements for business growth and other factors as the Board may deem appropriate. For FY2014, the Board had
proposed a final one-tier tax exempt dividend of 0.8 Singapore cents per ordinary share, subject to shareholders’ approval at the
forthcoming AGM.

Conduct of Shareholder Meetings

Principle 16: Companies should encourage greater shareholder participation at general meetings, and allow shareholders
the opportunity to communicate their views on various matters affecting the Company.

Shareholders have the opportunity to participate effectively in and to vote at the AGMs or general meetings either in person or
by proxy.
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Resolutions on each distinct issue are tabled separately at general meetings.

Shareholders are encouraged to attend the Company’s AGMs or general meetings to clarify issues and to share their opinions
or concerns. The Board, including the respective Chairmen of the AC, NC and RC, external auditors and the Management will
normally be in attendance to address shareholders’ queries relating to the work of these Board Committees, the conduct of audit
and the preparation and content of the auditors’ report.

The Company Secretary prepares minutes of general meetings relating to the agenda of the meetings, and makes these minutes,
subsequently approved by the Board, available to shareholders during office hours.

For greater transparency, the Company would institute electronic poll voting and all resolutions are put to vote by electronic poll
at its AGMs and general meetings commencing from 1 August 2015. Announcement of the detailed results of the number of votes
cast for and against each resolution and the respective percentages will also be made on the same day.

Dealing in Securities

In compliance with Rule 1204(19) of the Catalist Rules, the Company has in place a policy prohibiting share dealings by officers
of the Company for the period of two (2) weeks prior to the announcement of the Company’s quarterly results and one (1) month
prior to the announcement of the full year results as the case may be, and ending on the date of the announcement of the
relevant results. Directors and employees who are in possession of unpublished material price-sensitive information of the Group
should not deal in the Company’s securities on short term considerations. Directors and employees are expected to observe the
insider trading laws at all times even when dealing in securities within the permitted trading periods.

Non-Sponsor Fees

With reference to Rule 1204(21) of the Catalist Rules, no non-sponsor fees were paid to the Sponsor, Canaccord Genuity Singapore
Pte. Ltd., during FY2014.

Interested Person Transactions

The Company has established review and approval procedures to ensure that interested person transactions entered into by the
Group are conducted on normal terms and are not prejudicial to the interests of shareholders.

The AC has reviewed the rationale for and terms of the Group’s interested person transactions and is of the view that the
interested person transactions are entered on normal terms and are not prejudicial to the interests of shareholders.

There were no interested person transactions entered into by the Group with value of more than $$100,000 during FY2014.

The Company and its subsidiaries did not enter into any material contracts (including loans) involving the interests of any

Corporate information

The former name of the Company is Fastube Limited. Upon the completion of a reverse acquisition on 31 July 2012, the Company’s
name was changed to Atlantic Navigation Holdings (Singapore) Limited which is a limited liability company incorporated and
domiciled in Singapore. The Company is listed on the Singapore Exchange Securities Trading Limited (“SGX-ST”).

The registered office of the Company is at 6 Battery Road #10-01, Singapore 049909. The principal place of business of the
Group is located at Plot No. HD-02, P. 0. Box 50246, Hamriyah Free Zone, Sharjah, United Arab Emirates.

The principal activity of the Company is that of investment holding. The principal activities of the subsidiaries are disclosed in
Note 11 to the financial statements.

Reverse acquisition undertaken by the Company (the “Reverse Acquisition”)

On 13 March 2011, Atlantic Navigation Holdings (Singapore) Limited (the “Company”) had entered into a sale and purchase
agreement with the then-controlling shareholders of the Company (the “Purchasers”) to dispose of the Company’s then-existing
subsidiaries and its existing business to the Purchasers (the “Disposal”). The Disposal was subsequently completed on 31 July 2012
and pursuant to the Disposal, the Company became a non-trading shell company.

On 31 July 2012, the Company completed the acquisition of the entire issued and paid-up capital of Atlantic Navigation Holdings
Inc. (“ANH Inc.”) and its subsidiaries (collectively, the “Atlantic Group”) (the “Acquisition”). The Acquisition resulted in a Reverse
Takeover (“RTO”) of the Company.

The Acquisition has been accounted for as a RTO and the legal subsidiaries, the Atlantic Group, is regarded as the acquirer and
the Company, previously known as Fastube Limited (“Fastube”) before completion on 31 July 2012, is regarded as the acquiree for
accounting purposes. As such, the consolidated financial statements have been prepared and presented as a continuation of the
Atlantic Group’s financial statements.

The purchase consideration was satisfied by the allotment and issuance of 228,125,000 new shares in the capital of the Company
on 31 July 2012.

The shares in the Company were consolidated on 31 July 2012 on the basis of one share for every 10 shares held by shareholders
(“Share Consolidation”). The number of consolidated shares to which shareholders are entitled arising from the Share
Consolidation were rounded down to the nearest whole consolidated share, and any fractions of consolidated shares arising from
the Share Consolidation were disregarded.

At Group level

The acquisition of the Atlantic Group has been accounted for in the consolidated financial statements as a reverse acquisition
involving a non-trading shell company. This transaction has been accounted for in the consolidated financial statements as a
share-based transaction as described in FRS 102 Share-based Payment where the Atlantic Group was deemed to have issued shares
in exchange for the net assets/liabilities in the Company together with the listing status of the Company. The cost of acquisition
is determined using the fair value of the issued equity of the Company before the acquisition, being 12,500,000 consolidated
shares at the market price at the date of acquisition. The listing status did not qualify for recognition as an intangible asset,
and accordingly, the cost of the reverse acquisition (net of assets/liabilities acquired) had been expensed off in the consolidated
statement of comprehensive income for the financial year ended 31 December 2012.

(b) the assets and liabilities of the Company are recognised and measured in the consolidated statement of financial position
at their acquisition-date fair values;

(el the accumulated profits and other equity balances recognised in the consolidated financial statements are the
accumulated profits and other equity balances of the Atlantic Group immediately before the reverse acquisition; and

(d) the amount recognised as issued equity instruments in the consolidated financial statements is determined by adding to
the issued equity of the Atlantic Group immediately before the reverse acquisition to the costs of the reverse acquisition.
However, the equity structure appearing in the consolidated financial statements (i.e. the number and type of equity
instruments issued) reflect the equity structure of the legal parent (i.e. the Company), including the equity instruments
issued by the Company to effect the reverse acquisition.

At Company level

Reverse acquisition accounting applies only to the consolidated financial statements at the Group level. Therefore, in the
Company’s separate financial statements, the investment in the legal subsidiaries (the Atlantic Group) is accounted for at cost less
accumulated impairment losses, if any, in the Company’s statement of financial position.

Summary of significant accounting policies

Basis of presentation

The consolidated financial statements of the Group and the statement of financial position and statement of changes in equity of
the Company have been prepared in accordance with Singapore Financial Reporting Standards (“FRS”).

The financial statements have been prepared on the historical cost basis except as disclosed in the accounting policies below.

The financial statements are presented in United States Dollars (“USD” or “US$”) and all values are rounded to the nearest
thousand (US$'000), except when otherwise indicated.

As at 31 December 2014, the Group’s current liabilities exceeded its current assets by US$2,176,000. The financial statements have
been prepared on a going concern basis as the Group has sufficient external funding to meet its working capital requirements.

Changes in accounting policies

The accounting policies adopted are consistent with those of the previous financial year except that in the current financial year,
the Group has adopted all the new and revised standards which are effective for annual financial periods beginning on or after 1
January 2014. The adoption of these standards did not have any effect on the financial performance or position of the Group and
the Company.

Basis of consolidation and business combinations
(a) Basis of consolidation
The consolidated financial statements comprise the financial statements of the Company and its subsidiaries as at the end
of the reporting period. The financial statements of the subsidiaries used in the preparation of the consolidated financial
statements are prepared for the same reporting date as the Company. Consistent accounting policies are applied to like

transactions and events in similar circumstances.

All intra-group balances, income and expenses and unrealised gains and losses resulting from intra-group transactions
and dividends are eliminated in full.

Subsidiaries are consolidated from the date of acquisition, being the date on which the Group obtains control, and
continue to be consolidated until the date that such control ceases.

Losses within a subsidiary are attributed to the non-controlling interest even if that results in a deficit balance.

A change in the ownership interest of a subsidiary, without a loss of control, is accounted for as an equity transaction. If
the Group loses control over a subsidiary, it:

- derecognises the assets (including goodwill) and liabilities of the subsidiary at their carrying amounts at the date
when control is lost;

- derecognises the carrying amount of any non-controlling interest;

- derecognises the cumulative translation differences recorded in equity;
- recognises the fair value of the consideration received;

- recognises the fair value of any investment retained;

- recognises any surplus or deficit in profit or loss;

Business combinations

Business combinations are accounted for by applying the acquisition method. Identifiable assets acquired and liabilities
assumed in a business combination are measured initially at their fair values at the acquisition date. Acquisition-related
costs are recognised as expenses in the periods in which the costs are incurred and the services are received.

Any contingent consideration to be transferred by the acquirer will be recognised at fair value at the acquisition date.
Subsequent changes to the fair value of the contingent consideration which is deemed to be an asset or liability, will be
recognised in profit or loss.

The Group elects for each individual business combination, whether non-controlling interest in the acquiree (if any),
that are present ownership interests and entitle their holders to a proportionate share of net assets in the event of
liquidation, is recognised on the acquisition date at fair value, or at the non-controlling interest’s proportionate share
of the acquiree’s identifiable net assets.

Any excess of the sum of the fair value of the consideration transferred in the business combination, the amount of
non-controlling interest in the acquiree (if any), and the fair value of the Group’s previously held equity interest in the
acquiree (if any), over the net fair value of the acquiree’s identifiable assets and liabilities is recorded as goodwill. In
instances where the latter amount exceeds the former, the excess is recognised as gain on bargain purchase in profit or
loss on the acquisition date.

Functional currency

The financial statements are presented in United States Dollars, which is also the Company’s functional currency. Each
entity in the Group determines its own functional currency and items included in the financial statements of each entity
are measured using that functional currency.

Transactions and balances

Transactions in foreign currencies are measured in the respective functional currencies of the Company and its
subsidiaries and are recorded on initial recognition in the functional currency at exchange rates approximating those
ruling at the transaction dates. Monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies are translated at the
rate of exchange ruling at the end of the reporting period. Non-monetary items that are measured in terms of historical
cost in a foreign currency are translated using the exchange rates as at the dates of the initial transactions. Non-monetary
items measured at fair value in a foreign currency are translated using the exchange rates at the date when the fair value
was measured.

Exchange differences arising on the settlement of monetary items or on translating monetary items at the end of the
reporting period are recognised in profit or loss.

Consolidated financial statements

For consolidation purpose, the assets and liabilities of foreign operations are translated into USD at the rate of exchange
ruling at the end of the reporting period and their profit or loss are translated at the exchange rates prevailing at the
date of the transactions. The exchange differences arising on the translation are recognised in other comprehensive
income. On disposal of a foreign operation, the component of other comprehensive income relating to that particular
foreign operation is recognised in profit or loss.
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Property, vessels and equipment

All items of property, vessels and equipment are initially recorded at cost. Subsequent to recognition, property, vessels and
equipment are measured at cost less accumulated depreciation and any accumulated impairment losses.

Depreciation is computed on a straight-line basis over the estimated useful lives of the assets as follows:

Vessels 15 to 25 years
Drydocking 5 years
Machinery and equipment 3 to 5 years
Motor vehicles 3 to 5 years
Office equipment 3 to 5years

Capital work-in-progress is not depreciated as it is not yet available for use.

The carrying values of property, vessels and equipment are reviewed for impairment when events or changes in circumstances
indicate that the carrying value may not be recoverable.

The residual value, useful life and depreciation method are reviewed at each financial year-end, and adjusted prospectively, if
appropriate.

An item of property, vessel and equipment is derecognised upon disposal or when no future economic benefits are expected
from its use or disposal. Any gain or loss on de-recognition of the asset is included in profit or loss in the year the asset is
derecognised.

Impairment of non-financial assets

The Group assesses at each reporting date whether there is an indication that an asset may be impaired. If any indication exists,
or when annual impairment testing for an asset is required, the Group makes an estimate of the asset’s recoverable amount.

An asset’s recoverable amount is the higher of an asset’s or cash-generating unit’s fair value less costs of disposal and its value
in use and is determined for an individual asset, unless the asset does not generate cash inflows that are largely independent of
those from other assets or group of assets. Where the carrying amount of an asset or cash-generating unit exceeds its recoverable
amount, the asset is considered impaired and is written down to its recoverable amount.

A previously recognised impairment loss is reversed only if there has been a change in the estimates used to determine the
asset’s recoverable amount since the last impairment loss was recognised. If that is the case, the carrying amount of the asset is
increased to its recoverable amount. That increase cannot exceed the carrying amount that would have been determined, net of
depreciation, had no impairment loss been recognised previously. Such reversal is recognised in profit or loss.

Subsidiaries

A subsidiary is an investee that is controlled by the Group. The Group controls an investee when it is exposed, or has rights, to
variable returns from its involvement with the investee and has the ability to affect those returns through its power over the
investee.

In the Company’s separate financial statements, investment in subsidiaries is accounted for at cost less impairment losses.

Joint arrangements

A joint arrangement is a contractual arrangement whereby two or more parties have joint control. Joint control is the
contractually agreed sharing of control of an arrangement, which exists only when decisions about the relevant activities require

the unanimous consent of the parties sharing control.

A joint arrangement is classified either as joint operation or joint venture, based on the rights and obligations of the parties to
the arrangement.

To the extent the joint arrangement provides the Group with rights to the assets and obligations for the liabilities relating to the
arrangement, the arrangement is a joint operation. To the extent the joint arrangement provides the Group with rights to the net
assets of the arrangement, the arrangement is a joint venture.

When
an existing financial liability is replaced by another from the same lender on substantially different terms, or the terms
of an existing liability are substantially modified, such an exchange or modification is treated as a de-recognition of the
original liability and the recognition of a new liability, and the difference in the respective carrying amounts is recognised
in profit or loss.

Financial assets and financial liabilities are offset and the net amount is presented in the balance sheets, when and only
when, there is a currently enforceable legal right to set off the recognised amounts and there is an intention to settle on
a net basis, or to realise the assets and settle the liabilities simultaneously.

Impairment of financial assets
The Group assesses at each reporting date whether there is any objective evidence that a financial asset is impaired.
Financial assets carried at amortised cost

For financial assets carried at amortised cost, the Group first assesses whether objective evidence of impairment exists individually
for financial assets that are individually significant, or collectively for financial assets that are not individually significant. If the
Group determines that no objective evidence of impairment exists for an individually assessed financial asset, whether significant
or not, it includes the asset in a group of financial assets with similar credit risk characteristics and collectively assesses them
for impairment. Assets that are individually assessed for impairment and for which an impairment loss is, or continues to be
recognised are not included in a collective assessment of impairment.

If there is objective evidence that an impairment loss on financial assets carried at amortised cost has been incurred, the amount
of the loss is measured as the difference between the asset’s carrying amount and the present value of estimated future cash
flows discounted at the financial asset’s original effective interest rate. If a loan has a variable interest rate, the discount rate for
measuring any impairment loss is the current effective interest rate. The carrying amount of the asset is reduced through the use
of an allowance account. The impairment loss is recognised in profit or loss.

When the asset becomes uncollectible, the carrying amount of the impaired financial asset is reduced directly or if an amount
was charged to the allowance account, the amounts charged to the allowance account are written off against the carrying value
of the financial asset.

To determine whether there is objective evidence that an impairment loss on financial assets has been incurred, the Group
considers factors such as the probability of insolvency or significant financial difficulties of the debtor and default or significant
delay in payments.

If in a subsequent period, the amount of the impairment loss decreases and the decrease can be related objectively to an event
occurring after the impairment was recognised, the previously recognised impairment loss is reversed to the extent that the
carrying amount of the asset does not exceed its amortised cost at the reversal date. The amount of reversal is recognised in
profit or loss.

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents comprise cash at bank and on hand, demand deposits, and short-term, highly liquid investments that
are readily convertible to known amounts of cash and which are subject to an insignificant risk of changes in value.

Inventories

Inventories are stated at the lower of cost and net realisable value. Costs incurred in bringing the inventories to their present
location and condition are accounted for on a first-in first-out basis.

Where necessary, allowance is provided for damaged, obsolete and slow moving items to adjust the carrying value of inventories
to the lower of cost and net realisable value.

Net realisable value is the estimated selling price in the ordinary course of business, less estimated costs of completion and the
estimated costs necessary to make the sale.
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Provisions

Provisions are recognised when the Group has a present obligation (legal or constructive) as a result of a past event, it is probable
that an outflow of resources embodying economic benefits will be required to settle the obligation and the amount of the
obligation can be estimated reliably.

Provisions are reviewed at the end of each reporting period and adjusted to reflect the current best estimate. If it is no longer
probable that an outflow of economic resources will be required to settle the obligation, the provision is reversed. If the effect of
the time value of money is material, provisions are discounted using a current pre-tax rate that reflects, where appropriate, the
risks specific to the liability. When discounting is used, the increase in the provision due to the passage of time is recognised as a
finance cost.

Borrowing costs

Borrowing costs are capitalised as part of the cost of a qualifying asset if they are directly attributable to the acquisition,
construction or production of that asset. Capitalisation of borrowing costs commences when the activities to prepare the asset for
its intended use or sale are in progress and the expenditures and borrowing costs are incurred. Borrowing costs are capitalised
until the assets are substantially completed for their intended use or sale. All other borrowing costs are expensed in the period
they occur. Borrowing costs consist of interest and other costs that an entity incurs in connection with the borrowing of funds.

Employee benefits
(a) Employee leave entitlement

Employee entitlements to annual leave are recognised as a liability when they are accrued to the employees in accordance
with the UAE labour law. The undiscounted liability for leave expected to be settled wholly before twelve months after
the end of the reporting period is recognised for services rendered by employees up to the end of the reporting period.
The liability for leave expected to be settled beyond twelve months from the end of the reporting period is determined
using the projected unit credit method. The net total of service costs, net interest on the liability and re-measurement of
the liability are recognised in profit or loss.

(b) Employees’ end of service benefits

The Group makes provision for end of service benefits in accordance with the UAE Labour Law. The entitlement to these
benefits is based upon the employees’ salary and length of service, subject to the completion of a minimum service
period. The expected costs of these benefits are accrued over the period of entitlement.

(0) Employees share option plans

Employees of the Group receive remuneration in the form of share options as consideration for services rendered. The
cost of these equity-settled share based payment transactions with employees is measured by reference to the fair value
of the options at the date on which the options are granted which takes into account market conditions and non-vesting
conditions. This cost is recognised in profit or loss, with a corresponding increase in the employee share option reserve,
over the vesting period. The cumulative expense recognised at each reporting date until the vesting date reflects the
extent to which the vesting period has expired and the Group’s best estimate of the number of options that will ultimately
vest. The charge or credit to profit or loss for a period represents the movement in cumulative expense recognised as at
the beginning and end of that period and is recognised in employee benefits expense.

The employee share option reserve is transferred to retained earnings upon expiry of the share option.

Vesting and non-vesting conditions

Vesting conditions are conditions that determine whether the entity receives the services that entitle the counterparty to
receive cash, other assets or equity instruments of the entity under a share-based payment arrangement.

Vesting conditions are limited to two types:

- Service condition (e.g., requires counterparty to complete a specified period of service); and

- Performance condition (e.g., require the counterparty to complete a specified period of service and specified
performance target to be met, for example, a target profit or EPS of the entity, or a target share price of the

entity’s equity instruments).

Any condition that is neither a service condition nor a performance condition would be regarded as a non-vesting
condition.

Non-vesting conditions are to be taken into account when estimating the fair value of the equity instruments granted.

As lessee

Operating lease payments are recognised as an expense in profit or loss on a straight-line basis over the lease term. The
aggregate benefit of incentives provided by the lessor is recognised as a reduction of rental expense over the lease term
on a straight-line basis.

As lessor

Leases where the Group retains substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership of the asset are classified as operating
leases. Initial direct costs incurred in negotiating an operating lease are added to the carrying amount of the leased asset
and recognised over the lease term on the same bases as rental income. The accounting policy for operating lease income
(time charter income) is set out in Note 2.18(a).

Revenue

Revenue is recognised to the extent that it is probable that the economic benefits will flow to the Group and the revenue can be
reliably measured, regardless of when the payment is made. Revenue is measured at the fair value of consideration received or
receivable, taking into account contractually defined terms of payment and excluding taxes or duty.

(a)

Marine logistics services

Marine logistics services consist of services provided for time charter and voyage charter services.

(i) Time charter
Revenue arising from chartering of vessels is calculated on a time apportionment basis in accordance with the
terms and conditions of the charter agreement. Charter income is deferred to the extent that conditions necessary

for its realisation have yet to be fulfilled.

(ii) Voyage charter

Revenue arising from voyage charter is recognised upon the completion of the voyage.
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Revenue (cont’d)
(b) Ship repair, fabrication and other related marine services

Revenue from the provision of ship repair, fabrication and other marine related services are recognised by the stage of
completion at the end of each reporting period. Stage of completion is determined by reference to labour hours incurred
to date as a percentage of total estimated labour hours for each contract. Where contract outcome cannot be measured
reliably, revenue is recognised to the extent of the expenses recognised that are recoverable.

() Interest income
Interest income is recognised using the effective interest method.
Hedge accounting
The Group applies hedge accounting for certain hedging relationships which qualify for hedge accounting.
For the purpose of hedge accounting, hedges are classified as:

° fair value hedges when hedging the exposure to changes in the fair value of a recognised asset or liability or an
unrecognised firm commitment

° cash flow hedges when hedging exposure to variability in cash flows that is either attributable to a particular risk
associated with a recognised asset or liability or a highly probable forecast transaction or the foreign currency risk in an
unrecognised firm commitment; or

° hedges of a net investment in a foreign operation.

At the inception of a hedging relationship, the Group formally designates and documents the hedging relationship to which
the Group wishes to apply hedge accounting and the risk management objective and strategy for undertaking the hedge. The
documentation includes identification of the hedging instrument, the hedged item or transaction, the nature of the risk being
hedged and how the entity will assess the effectiveness of changes in the hedging instrument’s fair value in offsetting the
exposure to changes in the hedged item’s fair value or cash flows attributable to the hedged risk. Such hedges are expected to be
highly effective in achieving offsetting changes in fair value or cash flows and are assessed on an ongoing basis to determine that
they actually have been highly effective throughout the financial reporting periods for which they were designated.

Hedges which meet the strict criteria for hedge accounting are accounted for as follows:
Cash flow hedges

The effective portion of the gain or loss on the hedging instrument is recognised directly in other comprehensive income in
hedging reserve, while any ineffective portion is recognised immediately in profit or loss in other expenses.

Amounts recognised as other comprehensive income are transferred to profit or loss when the hedged transaction affects profit
or loss, such as when the hedged financial income or financial expense is recognised or when a forecast sale occurs. Where the
hedged item is the cost of a non-financial asset or non-financial liability, the amounts recognised as other comprehensive income
are transferred to the initial carrying amount of the non-financial asset or liability.

If the forecast transaction or firm commitment is no longer expected to occur, the cumulative gain or loss previously recognised
in equity is transferred to profit or loss. If the hedging instrument expires or is sold, terminated or exercised without replacement
or rollover, or if its designation as a hedge is revoked, any cumulative gain or loss previously recognised in other comprehensive
income remains in other comprehensive income until the forecast transaction or firm commitment affects profit or loss.

Current income tax

Current income tax assets and liabilities for the current and prior periods are measured at the amount expected to be
recovered from or paid to the taxation authority. The tax rates and tax laws used to compute the amount are those that
are enacted or substantively enacted at the end of the reporting period, in the countries where the Group operates and
generates taxable income.

Current income taxes are recognised in profit or loss except to the extent that the tax relates to items recognised outside
profit or loss, either in other comprehensive income or directly in equity. Management periodically evaluates positions
taken in the tax returns with respect to situations in which applicable tax regulations are subject to interpretation and
establishes provisions where appropriate.

Deferred tax

Deferred tax is provided using the liability method on temporary differences at the end of the reporting period between
the tax bases of assets and liabilities and their carrying amounts for financial reporting purposes.

Deferred tax liabilities are recognised for all taxable temporary differences, except:

- Where the deferred tax liability arises from the initial recognition of goodwill or of an asset or liability in a
transaction that is not a business combination and, at the time of the transaction, affects neither the accounting
profit nor taxable profit or loss; and

- In respect of taxable temporary differences associated with investments in subsidiaries, where the timing of the
reversal of the temporary differences can be controlled and it is probable that the temporary differences will not
reverse in the foreseeable future.

Deferred tax assets are recognised for all deductible temporary differences, the carry forward of unused tax credits and
unused tax losses, to the extent that it is probable that taxable profit will be available against which the deductible
temporary differences, and the carry forward of unused tax credits and unused tax losses can be utilised except:

- Where the deferred tax asset relating to the deductible temporary difference arises from the initial recognition of
an asset or liability in a transaction that is not a business combination and, at the time of the transaction, affects
neither accounting profit nor taxable profit or loss; and

- In respect of deductible temporary differences associated with investments in subsidiaries, deferred tax assets
are recognised only to the extent that it is probable that the temporary differences will reverse in the foreseeable
future and taxable profit will be available against which the temporary differences can be utilised.

The carrying amount of deferred tax assets is reviewed at the end of each reporting period and reduced to the extent
that it is no longer probable that sufficient taxable profit will be available to allow all or part of the deferred tax asset to
be utilised. Unrecognised deferred tax assets are reassessed at the end of each reporting period and are recognised to the
extent that it has become probable that future taxable profit will allow the deferred tax asset to be recovered.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are measured at the tax rates that are expected to apply in the year when the asset is
realised or the liability is settled, based on tax rates (and tax laws) that have been enacted or substantively enacted at the
end of each reporting period.

Deferred tax relating to items recognised outside profit or loss is recognised outside profit or loss. Deferred tax items are
recognised in correlation to the underlying transaction either in other comprehensive income or directly in equity and
deferred tax arising from a business combination is adjusted against goodwill on acquisition.
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Taxes (cont’d)
(0) Sales tax
Revenues, expenses and assets are recognised net of the amount of sales tax except:
- Where the sales tax incurred on a purchase of assets or services is not recoverable from the taxation authority, in
which case the sales tax is recognised as part of the cost of acquisition of the asset or as part of the expense item
as applicable; and

- Receivables and payables that are stated with the amount of sales tax included.

The net amount of sales tax recoverable from, or payable to, the taxation authority is included as part of receivables or
payables in the balance sheet.

Segment reporting

For management purposes, the Group is organised into operating segments based on their services which are independently
managed by the respective segment managers responsible for the performance of the respective segments under their charge.
The segment managers report directly to the management of the Group who regularly reviews the segment results in order to
allocate resources to the segments and to assess the segment performance. Additional disclosures on each of these segments
are shown in Note 29, including the factors used to identify the reportable segments and the measurement basis of segment
information.

Share capital and share issuance expenses

Proceeds from issuance of ordinary shares are recognised as share capital in equity. Incremental costs directly attributable to the
issuance of ordinary shares are deducted against share capital.

Contingencies
A contingent liability is:

(a) a possible obligation that arises from past events and whose existence will be confirmed only by the occurrence or non-
occurrence of one or more uncertain future events not wholly within the control of the Group, or

(b) a present obligation that arises from past events but is not recognised because:

(i) It is not probable that an outflow of resources embodying economic benefits will be required to settle the
obligation; or

(i) The amount of the obligation cannot be measured with sufficient reliability.

A contingent asset is a possible asset that arises from past events and whose existence will be confirmed only by the occurrence
or non-occurrence of one or more uncertain future events not wholly within the control of the Group.

Contingent liabilities and assets are not recognised on the balance sheet of the Group, except for contingent liabilities assumed in
a business combination that are present obligations and which the fair values can be reliably determined.

Related parties

A related party is defined as follows:

(i) has control or joint control over the Company;

Judgments made in applying accounting policies
Proportionate consolidation of investment in joint operations

During the financial year ended 31 December 2014, the Group formed two separate entities, Atlantic Venture Inc. ("AVI”) and
Bravo Trading & Shipping Co. Ltd. ("Bravo”), to acquire two vessels and provide charter services. These entities were formed with
two separate groups of third party partners. The Group holds 51% and 15% equity interests in AVI and Bravo respectively. The
Group has equal representation on each of the entities’ board of directors and unanimous consent is required from both the
Group and the respective third party partners for all major operational decisions. Both the Group and the third party partners,
in accordance with their respective participating equity interests, would have the rights to the assets and obligations to the
liabilities of AVI and Bravo. Based on these facts and circumstances, management concluded that the Group has joint control
over AVI and Bravo and, therefore, proportionately consolidates the entities in its financial statements.

Key sources of estimation uncertainty

The key assumptions concerning the future and other key sources of estimation uncertainty at the end of the reporting period
are discussed below. The Group based its assumptions and estimates on parameters available when the financial statements were
prepared. Existing circumstances and assumptions about future developments, however, may change due to market changes or
circumstances arising beyond the control of the Group. Such changes are reflected in the assumptions when they occur.

Residual values and useful lives of vessels and equipment

The Group reviews the residual values and useful lives of vessels and equipment at the end of each reporting period
in accordance with the accounting policy stated in Note 2.6. The cost of the vessels and equipment is depreciated on a
straight-line basis over the vessels and equipment’s estimated useful lives. Management estimates the useful lives of the
vessels to be within 15 to 25 years and equipment to be within 3 to 5 years.

Changes in the expected level of usage and technological developments could impact the economic useful lives of the
vessels and equipment; therefore future depreciation charges could be revised. The carrying amount of the Group’s
vessels and equipment at 31 December 2014 was US$93,344,000 (2013: US$71,681,000). A 10% difference in the expected
useful lives of these assets from management’s estimates would result in approximately 3.5% (2013: 3.2%) variance in the
Group’s profit before tax.

Impairment of non-financial assets

An impairment exists when the carrying value of an asset or cash generating unit exceeds its recoverable amount, which
is the higher of its fair value less costs to sell and its value in use. The fair value less costs to sell calculation is based on
available data from binding sales transactions in an arm’s length transaction of similar assets or observable market prices
less incremental costs for disposing the asset. The value in use calculation is based on a discounted cash flow model. The
cash flows are derived from the budget for the next five years and do not include restructuring activities that the Group is
not yet committed to or significant future investments that will enhance the asset’s performance of the cash generating
unit being tested. The recoverable amount is most sensitive to the discount rate used for the discounted cash flow model
as well as the expected future cash inflows and the growth rate used for extrapolation purposes. The carrying value of the
Group’s non-financial assets at the end of the reporting period is disclosed in Note 10 to the financial statements.

Impairment of loans and receivables

The Group assesses at the end of each reporting period whether there is any objective evidence that a financial asset is
impaired. Factors such as the probability of insolvency or significant financial difficulties of the debtor and default or
significant delay in payments are objective evidence of impairment. In determining whether there is objective evidence
of impairment, the Group considers whether there is observable data indicating that there have been significant changes
in the debtor’s payment ability or whether there have been significant changes with adverse effect in the technological,
market, economic or legal environment in which the debtor operates in.

Where there is objective evidence of impairment, the amount and timing of future cash flows are estimated based on
historical loss experience for assets with similar credit risk characteristics. The carrying amount of the Group’s loans and
receivables at the end of the reporting period is disclosed in Note 14 to the financial statements.

The
key financial risks include credit risk and liquidity risk. The board of directors reviews and agrees policies and procedures for the
management of these risks, which are executed by the Executive Director. The audit committee provides independent oversight
on the effectiveness of the risk management process. It is, and has been throughout the current and previous financial year, the
Group’s policy that no trading in derivatives for speculative purposes shall be undertaken.

(a) Credit risk

Credit risk is the risk of loss that may arise on outstanding financial instruments should a counterparty default on its
obligations. The Group’s exposure to credit risk arises primarily from trade and other receivables. For other financial
assets (including cash and bank balances and derivatives), the Group minimises credit risk by dealing exclusively with
high credit rating counterparties.

The Group’s objective is to seek continual revenue growth while minimising losses incurred due to increased credit risk
exposure. The Group trades only with recognised and creditworthy third parties. It is the Group’s policy that all customers
who wish to trade on credit terms are subject to credit verification procedures. In addition, receivable balances are
monitored on an ongoing basis with the result that the Group’s exposure to bad debts is not significant.

Excessive risk concentration

Concentration arises when a number of counterparties are engaged in similar business activities, or activities in the
same geographical region, or have economic features that would cause their ability to meet contractual obligations to be
similarly affected by changes in economic, political or other conditions. Concentrations indicate the relative sensitivity of

the Group’s performance to developments affecting a particular industry.

In order to avoid excessive concentrations of risk, the Group’s policies and procedures include specific guidelines to focus
on maintaining a diversified portfolio. Identified concentrations of credit risks are controlled and managed accordingly.

The Group’s and the Company’s exposure to liquidity risk arises primarily from mismatches of the
maturities of financial assets and liabilities. The Group’s and the Company’s objective is to maintain a balance between
continuity of funding and flexibility through the use of stand-by credit facilities.

The Group’s and the Company’s liquidity risk management policy is to maintain sufficient liquid financial assets and
stand-by credit facilities with various banks. In addition, the Group monitors and maintains a level of cash and cash
equivalents deemed adequate by management to finance the Group’s operations and mitigate the effects of fluctuations
in cash flows.
